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You do not hear many sermons based upon the Songs of Solomon, many who read them only recognize them as love letters from Solomon to his brides to be. But my friends these songs are not merely the words of Solomon, they did not simply originate in his heart; no they are a part of the holy Scriptures, and all scriptures are given by the inspiration of GOD (2nd Timothy 3:16), which means they originated from a higher power; in fact the bible tells us that it was the Spirit of Christ who moved upon these holy men as they wrote these words (1st Peter 1:11, 2nd Peter 1:21). 

So with this in mind we shouldn’t view these Songs as letters from Solomon to his brides to be; but we should view them spiritually as  letters from Christ to his bride, which is the church. My friends these letters express the love Christ has for his people. 
1.  That the Church, and so every saved soul, is Christ’s love.

Song of Solomon 4:10   How fair is thy love, my sister, my spouse! how much better is thy love than wine! and the smell of thine ointments than all spices! 

It may sound a bit strange to call one’s bride his sister, but this is not improper in a love poem, especially concerning Christ and his Church; For he is not only called the bridegroom (Luke 5:35), but also our elder brother (Romans 8:29). The word truly became partakers of our flesh (John 1:14), thus he is not ashamed to call us brethren (Hebrews 2:11). When he was resurrected he instructed Mary to tell the disciples that he was about to ascend to his God and our God, to his Father and our Father; and in another place he declared he who does the will of GOD is his brother, sister and mother (Mark 3:35). 

Yet not only is the church made up of Christ’s brethren, but it is also viewed as his bride. The faithful church is always viewed as a chaste woman, a beautiful bride, and this analogy is used in Ephesians 5.

Ephesians 5:22-25  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord. For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body.  Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing. Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;

You know in the bible days, when one would fall in love with a lady, he would go to her Father and they would settle upon a dowry. The man who wished to marry the daughter, had to give a certain amount of wealth for her hand in marriage. Christ also had to pay a dowry so we could be free to marry him. He had to pay our debt of sin. How greatly does Christ love his Church? He did not offer gold, silver or costly array, but he offered himself for her. He gave his body, his blood, and his very life to purchase his Church (1st Peter 1:18-19). As the bible tells us we are bought with a price (1st Corinthians 7:23, Ephesians 5:2).

What should even make his love more amazing is the realization of our condition, when Christ saw us and loved us enough to die for us. 

2. Christ’s love without a cause; Christ loves the unlovable
Romans 5: 6-10  For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. For scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet peradventure for a good man some would even dare to die. But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him. For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.

When Christ purchased us what did he purchase? Did he purchase perfect beauty and righteousness? He purchased the ungodly, he paid for sinners, and he died for enemies of righteousness. 

You know when Christ decided to purchase us, it wasn’t like we were chaste virgins; actually we were already married, each and every one of us was married to sin, and engaged to death. Yet Christ died in our place so that we would be free to marry another.

Romans 7:4  Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God.

What did we do that caused him to love us? Not a thing! Everything we did in our sinful life was to push him away from us, yet he loved us. He loved us so much that he died for us.

Paul in another place said, “the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me” Galatians 2:20

My friend, Christ loves sinners (2nd Thessalonians 2:16), he is a friend to sinners (Matthew 11:19). When Christ looked down the ages and saw us, he looked past the filth of our sins, through the guilt of our lives into our very hearts, and he saw a soul that needed to experience the intimate love of GOD. A soul that had spent its time lost in the shadows of death that needed to live. And he came to give us life. Turn with me to Ezekiel 16:16

3. Christ’s love is spotless

Ezekiel 16:6  And when I passed by thee, and saw thee polluted in thine own blood, I said unto thee when thou wast in thy blood, Live; yea, I said unto thee when thou wast in thy blood, Live.

Here our own blood signifies the pollution of sin, and it is while we are in our sins that Christ calls us to life.

Ezekiel 16:8-10  Now when I passed by thee, and looked upon thee, behold, thy time was the time of love; and I spread my skirt over thee, and covered thy nakedness: yea, I sware unto thee, and entered into a covenant with thee, saith the Lord GOD, and thou becamest mine. Then washed I thee with water; yea, I throughly washed away thy blood from thee, and I anointed thee with oil.  I clothed thee also with broidered work, and shod thee with badgers’ skin, and I girded thee about with fine linen, and I covered thee with silk.

My friends Christ died so he could give us life. Christ shed his innocent blood so that our sins could be washed away (Revelation 1:5). He bore our sins on the cross, so that we could be clothed with his righteousness. He was separated from his Father, so that he could anoint us with his Spirit. He became sin for us so that we could be freed from its dominion.

Why did Christ give himself for us?

Ephesians 5:26-27  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.

When Christ looks at his Church, those who are born again, who have been washed in his blood and are lead by his Spirit, what do you think he sees? Turn to Song of Solomon 2:2
Song of Solomon 2:2   As the lily among thorns, so is my love among the daughters.

Song of Solomon 1:15   Behold, thou art fair, my love; behold, thou art fair; thou hast doves’ eyes.

Song of Solomon 4:7   Thou art all fair, my love; there is no spot in thee.

When Christ looks at his church, he sees his beautiful bride, the apple of his eyes. He sees a beautiful city set upon a hill. He sees a rose among thickets. He sees his purchased possession, his ‘love’ without blemish, and he longs to bring her home.

How did she come from wretchedness to spotlessness? 

Ephesians 1:6  To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.

We are accepted in Christ; Christ takes us in his arms, and he says Father, this is my bride that I purchased, this is the one I love. This is what I died for Father. And it is because of this that we are accepted.

Romans 9:25-26 As he saith also in Osee, I will call them my people, which were not my people; and her beloved, which was not beloved. And it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they be called the children of the living God.

4. Christ’s love when hated of the world.  

When an American goes to another country, and falls in love with a foreigner, and he brings her home and marries her, that lady becomes a legal citizen of the United States. 

What do you think happens to us when we are married to Christ? Our citizenship is transferred from this vile world, to the heavenly Mount Zion the city of GOD (2nd Timothy 4:18).

Ephesians 2:19  Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints, and of the household of God;

When we are accepted in Christ, we cease to have citizenship here on this earth; we become citizens of God’s kingdom, here we become pilgrims and strangers and this world becomes a strange land to us (Hebrews 11:13, 1st Peter 2:11). Christians are no longer motivated by the works of this world, we have ceased to be a defender of its vices; and with a life of sobriety we reveal this world’s vanity, folly and wickedness. 

When you remove your membership from this realm of sin, the world becomes your enemy.

John 15:18-19 If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you.

If ye were of the world, the world would love his own: but because ye are not of the world, but I have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you.

If the world loves you, and you love the world, then you are not the bride of Christ and the Father’s love is not in you (1st John 2:15). You have either come out of the world and became a separated people in Christ Jesus, or you are not in Christ. Godliness and worldliness does not mix.

And you know my friends, for some people the sanctified Christian life is a lonely life. We have brethren scattered abroad, who do not have brothers and sisters to fellowship with; and the world buffets them, and mocks them, and attempts to destroy their hope. But they are not without hope.

For Christ IN US is our hope of Glory. Our fellowship is with the Father and his Son. Not only is Jesus our Lord, Saviour and Master, but I tell you he is the Christian’s closest friend.

 Song of Solomon 5:16   His mouth is most sweet: yea, he is altogether lovely. This is my beloved, and this is my friend, O daughters of Jerusalem.

How sweet is the mouth of Jesus? He tells us: I love thee with an everlasting love.

I’ll be a friend that sticks closer to you than a brother.

I will never leave thee nor forsake thee.

I will always be with you even unto the ends of the earth.

I have redeemed thee and though art mine.

There can be no sweeter words to the ears of man . Turn to Song of Solomon 4:11
Song of Solomon 4:11  Thy lips, O my spouse, drop as the honeycomb: honey and milk are under thy tongue; and the smell of thy garments is like the smell of Lebanon.

5. Christ’s love when under temptation
As we spend our days working and waiting for our love to come and take us to forever be with him (1st Thessalonians 4:17); Satan will at times come against us with many a temptation and snare; with fiery darts to cause us to disbelieve the promises of God. He wants us to depart from our Lord and to be joined again to him. 

Yet the bible says that it is Christ who is able to keep us from falling (Jude 1:24) and that we do not keep ourselves but we are “kept by the power of GOD” (1st Peter 1:5). 

That power is the power of love, for God is love. We fall in love with GOD when we realize that he truly loves us, and our love is maintained because we realize that God’s love for us is eternal. 

Song of Solomon 5:2  I sleep, but my heart waketh: it is the voice of my beloved that knocketh, saying, Open to me, my sister, my love, my dove, my undefiled: for my head is filled with dew, and my locks with the drops of the night.

When you are assaulted by the enemy and afflicted with temptation and you think that God has hid his face from you, think upon these words, Christ calls you “my love”.

6. Christ’s love from first to last.

Before this world was created, before the hills were settled, and before there was fountains of water, Christ loved you. Before the foundation of the world, he promised that he would die to redeem you. Before you were born he knew you and he loved you. And he is anxiously waiting the command of his Father to go and gather his people. 

In the bible days after a man paid the ladies father the dowry and he and the wife was engaged, he would leave and return to the property that his father had given him to prepare a place for his wife; and when he had everything prepared he would rush back to fetch his wife, to take her to her new home. Look at John 14:2-3 
John 14:2-3   In my Father’s house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.

The waiting bride did not know what day or at what hour her groom would arrive, so she watched and she kept herself ready as she waited that blessed day; And O’ how she longed for that moment when she could look again upon her groom’s face. And that is what we must do, we must keep the faith, we must have confidence that Christ is going to return for his purchased possession; that he is going to finish the work that he has begun in our hearts and our hearts must be prepared to meet him.

Songs of Solomon 2:10-13  My beloved spake, and said unto me, Rise up, my love, my fair one, and come away. For, lo, the winter is past, the rain is over and gone; The flowers appear on the earth; the time of the singing of birds is come, and the voice of the turtle is heard in our land; The fig tree putteth forth her green figs, and the vines with the tender grape give a good smell. Arise, my love, my fair one, and come away.

Are you ready to meet this bridegroom? If the words were shouted this moment, “BEHOLD THE BRIDEGROOM COMETH” would you be prepared to meet him? Would you prepared to meet him? I pray that there will be nothing in your life that will cause you to be ashamed at his coming.
